1. The Euro-Mediterranean Partnership, formerly known as the Barcelona Process,
was re-launched as the Union for the Mediterranean at the Paris Summit for
the Mediterranean in July 2008, with a new network of relations endorsed at
the Marseille Meeting of the Euro-Mediterranean Ministers of Foreign Affairs in
November 2008.

2. Some of the most important innovations of the Union for the Mediterranean
include the rotating co-presidency with one EU president and one president
representing the Mediterranean partners, and a Secretariat based in Barcelona
that is responsible for identifying and promoting projects of regional, sub-
regional and transnational value across different sectors.

Advocacy issues in the context of UfM

Brief information concerning Union for the Mediterranean (UfM)
1.

Several Ministerial meetings have been held amongst Foreign Ministers and Ministers of the
Environment (2009/2010), and another will take place shortly amongst Ministers of
Agriculture, with a view to drawing up regional strategies and programmes to address the
challenges for the sustainable development and the food security of the countries bordering
the Mediterranean in a context of Climate Change.

At this stage, the contribution of woodlands to poverty alleviation, socio-economic
development of rural areas, food security of local people and the preservation of multiple
goods and environmental services such as water and soil conservation is not sufficiently taken
into account in policies for sustainable rural development.

The urgent need for research on forest ecosystems, synthesized in the Research Agenda for
Mediterranean Forests prepared under the guidance of EFIMED for the period 2010 - 2020, is
not being given sufficient attention to ensure that choices made today in the forest sector still
positively affect our landscapes and the population in 2050.

In preparation for this meeting of Ministers of Agriculture, scheduled for June 2010 in Cairo,
it has been considered most appropriate to initiate a process of advocacy for greater
consideration of forest issues in rural development policies in the UfM member countries.
